Aims and scope
The course aims at improving participants’ skills in writing high quality manuscripts and thereby:

Improving the chances of having the manuscript selected for peer review —and not rejected
without review

Improving the chances of passing the review process and hence being invited to revise for re-
submission

Improving the chances of publishing in higher Impact Factor journals

The course deals with various topics, e.g.

Tables and figures

Structure of the course

The course will consist of four gatherings during one year, each gathering lasting two days
The focus will be on workshops dealing with the participants’ drafts of manuscripts/protocols
in English language. The stage of the draft manuscript/protocol is of no importance reaching
from 1°* to n version (already published manuscripts and completed protocols will be of no
interest to this course)

The workshop will alternate between plenum sessions and sessions in two smaller groups
There will be brief systematic inputs from the course leader when relevant

It is important that all the participants submit a draft (manuscript/protocol) no less than four
weeks prior to the course

The draft manuscripts/protocols must be uploaded on Dropbox (access will be provided)

and circulated amongst all participants no less than four weeks prior to the workshop
(notice: full confidentiality)

writing skills. Other fields of medicine may be considered if seats are available.

ranging from those writing their first paper to those with a handful or more first authorships.
Also senior colleagues with supervision obligations are frequently seen as participants

e Please note that colleagues within animal experimental research or basic biological research
will gain limited benefits from participating in the course
